3. It presents clearly how to receive Christ. 



4. It includes an invitation to receive Christ.



5. It gives you confidence, because you know what you are going to say.

Turning the Conversation to Christ
Some Sample " Transition Questions"
1. Has anyone ever shared with you how you could know God in a personal way?

2. If God asked you "Why should I let you into my heaven?", what would you say?

3. How sure are you that if you died tonight, you'd go to heaven?

4. In your opinion, what do you think will happen when we die?

5. In your opinion, who is Jesus?

6. Have you ever thought much about God?

7. Have you ever thought much about the purpose of life?

8. In your opinion, what does it mean to be a Christian?

After any one of these questions, you can say...


1. Have you ever seen this booklet (show it to them) ?


2. It’s a booklet that has helped me understand how I could know God in a personal way... what I would say if 

God asked me why He should let me into heaven, ... how to be 100% sure I’d go to heaven if I died tonight...etc.

3. Can I get your opinion of it?

in the POWER of THE Holy Spirit,

and leaving the results  to God.

The KGP Quiz

1. The clearest and simplest way to explain the KGP is to:


A. Let them read the booklet silently while you look over their shoulder.


B. Make sure you have a story or an illustration to share for all 4 points.


C. Read the booklet aloud to the person, just as it is written.

2. If you were sharing the KGP, and were asked a question that would get you off track, you should say:


A. "I'm sorry, no questions allowed while I'm trying to read this to you."


B. "That's a good question, Do you have any more questions about God?"


C. "That's a good question, and I know there's a good answer. Let’s keep reading through the booklet, 

and if your question isn’t answered by the time we finish, let’s come back to it.”

3. The way a person receives Christ is:


A. Through a dynamic, enthusiastic, well illustrated explanation of the KGP.


B. Through the work of the Holy Spirit, convincing a person of his need 4 Christ.

4. If there seems to be no response from the person you are sharing with, you should:


A. Stop and ask "Is this making any sense so far?"


B. Say "I know this is boring, but bear with me as I finish up."

5. To help keep a person's attention while reading the booklet you can:


A. Clear your throat loudly and frequently


B. Explain the meaning of every verse that is quoted, so they don't get bored


C. Hold the KGP so it can be seen, and use a pen to point to where you are reading

6. If someone wants to pray the suggested prayer,


A. Find a phone to call 911, since you might faint or go into convulsions


B. Offer to repeat the prayer phrase by phrase, and ask if they'd be willing to pray along with you, 

silently in their heart to God


C. Just give them the KGP and tell them to pray this prayer before they go to bed tonight

7. If the suggested prayer does not express the desire of the person's heart, U can say:


A. Well, that's O.K., God is a forgiving God, and will probably let you into heaven anyway


B. Ask “What would you say is the #1 thing that would keep you from receiving Christ?”
Tips for presenting the KGP

1. The easiest way to explain the KGP is to read the booklet aloud as it is written.

2. Never force anyone to receive Christ.

3. When questions are asked that would change the subject, remember that most questions are answered as you read through the KGP. 


You can say, “That’s a good question. Let’s keep reading through the booklet, and if your question isn’t answered by the time we finish, let’s come back to it.”

4. Presenting the claims of Christ should be a natural part of our lives.

5. Remember, only the Holy Spirit convinces a person to receive Christ.

6. If there seems to be no response from the person you are presenting the gospel to, 


stop and ask, “Is this making sense?”

7. Hold the booklet so it can be seen clearly. 


Use a pen or pencil to focus on important points. 


This helps hold the person’s attention.

8. If you are witnessing to a group, give each person a KGP booklet. 


Pray with those who are interested in receiving Christ. 


If only 1 is interested, find a way to talk alone.

9. Be sure people understand that Christ comes into their lives and forgives their sins. 


If they merely say the words of the prayer in the KGP, without believing that Christ will forgive their sin, nothing will happen.

10. Be sensitive to the person who wants to pray the prayer silently.  


Some will feel embarrassed about praying out loud.

11. If someone has already heard the KGP, ask what he thought of it, and if he has any questions. 


If he is interested and the gospel is not clear, present the KGP again. 


Do not be afraid to present the KGP more than once to the same person. 

12. When a person does not receive Christ during your first time together, 


be available to talk at a later time. 


Make another appointment if there is interest. 


Pray for him. When you meet again, ask if he has thought more about your discussion or has any questions.

APPENDIX

SAMPLE GUIDE FOR A QUIET TIME

There are several things that will help your quiet times to be more meaningful.

I. Begin by thanking God (5-10 minutes)

Read a Psalm of praise and pray it to God from your heart.

II. Read from God’s Word. (15 minutes)


A. Ask questions like,
“What do I learn about God from these verses?”






“What do I learn about me from these verses?






“Is God pointing out sins I should confess?”






“How does this apply to my life?”


B. You may want to use the S-P-A-C-E method to organize your thoughts and prayers:



S - Sins to confess



P - Promises to claim



A - Actions to avoid



C - Commands to obey



E - Examples to follow
