Purpose:   To describe the importance of realizing and holding to the depths of one’s salvation in the struggle against sin.

Description: The idea is to gather as many different helmets used for various purposes as possible ( i.e. bike helmet, fireman’s helmet, military helmet, climbing helmet, boxing headgear, etc.) and line them up as a display in front of the audience.  Spending a short minute on each (perhaps even having audience participants modeling them) of them, explain the importance and necessity of each in their respective uses, and why by nature a helmet is so integral for our protection as humans.  Then, go to Ephesians and read through the section on spiritual armor (maybe even touching on the similar passage in 1 Thess. 5: 8 or Is.59:17) and the mention of a helmet in regards to salvation (and the “hope of salvation” in 1 Thess.).  Describe the similarities between the importance of a helmet in protection to the physical body and the importance in holding on to the hope of salvation as protection through spiritual warfare.

Here's the idea.  This would have to be done in a well established youth group with at least some growing teens or it won't have the same effect.

You'll have to find a video cam. corder and interview each kid in the youth group who would be willing to give his or her testimony.  They would need to basicly just tell the story of how they came to the saving knowledge of Jesus Christ.  This exercise would force the kids to recall what the most important decision of their lives really means.  After viewing themselves, they'll be able to look at how they told their own story.  And you'll be able to see who really values their life-changing experience.  If they're excited, it will show.  If they're stagnant, the same thing applies.  Those who are complacent will see just how uncool they really look after viewing themselves.  Some kids don't feel comfortable in front of the camera.  So maybe they would agree to be accompanied by a friend.  Those kids who aren't saved can be asked why they come to the youth group.  This will force them to think about why they are there.  There will be those offended for being put on the spot that way and they may even be outspoken about it.  So the youth pastor or any youth leader should be ready with a short message to explain the importance of knowing "why" or "why not" in regards to one's faith and God ordained purpose.   The message should be relayed after the viewing of the final edit of the video confessions at the youth group.

Purpose: - We can do the impossible if we trust in God. We must believe.

Description: -   Keanu reeves plays Neo, a computer hacker who discovers the world he lived in           was only an illusion. His mentor Morpheus opens his eyes to the reality of humanity's slavery to the machines that blind them. In this scene he challenges Neo to Jump between two skyscrapers that stand hundreds of yards apart.  Morpheus demonstrates the impossible and Neo attempts to follow but fails.


This clip uses special effects to illustrate faith, although it seems to be a faith linked to personal "mind power": a misconception shared by many people. Neo will accomplish great feats only when he realizes their performance doesn't come from himself.  Similarly, the miraculous occurs when we allow God to work through us. We cannot physically or mentally contribute our "power," but only humbly lay aside pride and let God bring success.

Show the clip. Ask: Why did Neo fail; when have you faced an impossible situation; what was the outcome?  Have the kids form small groups and read Matthew 17:20. Ask: Does faith grant us "super powers?" How does that effect you? What kind of mountains do you need to move? How can you blind your faith?
